Supervisor’s Report:

Supervisor Jones distributed the “FY 2014 Outside Agency & Investing in our Future Funding Requests” list for March 01, 2014 thru February 28, 2014. She mentioned that the Harbor Lites Links is an all female mentoring program which also raises money for scholarships for North Chicago, Waukegan, Zion communities and they assist with the HBCU tour. She mentioned that the Lake County Housing Authority will be having its fund raiser for their annual outing and scholarship program.
Supervisor Jones gave an up-date on the Park Place Bingo earnings. She said the month of April earned totals of $528.00, $290.00, $375.00 and the month of May a current total of $533.00. Trustee Willms requested a list of the Bingo earnings. 

Supervisor Jones mentioned that Trustee Johnson attended the Senior Services Committee meeting held on May 07, 2014 at Park Place. Trustee Johnson mentioned that a Senior Service Committee member of Lake County attended the meeting and gave a presentation on their programs. He said the current trips for Park Place were mentioned. Supervisor Jones said there are three seats available for the November 2014 cruise.
Supervisor Jones mentioned that the Park Place participant Carol Bush passed away and distributed Mrs. Bush memorial service flier for May 18, 2014. Trustee McBride asked if the Township will recognize Mrs. Bush. Supervisor Jones said a plant and card was sent to her daughter and the memorial service will be posted on the Township facebook.
Supervisor Jones mentioned that met with State Representative Rita Mayfield and discussed the grant State Representative Eddie Washington committed for the Park Place expansion in the amount of $750,000.00. She said Ms. Mayfield will take the information and present it to Springfield.

Supervisor Jones mentioned the Park Place community garden is scheduled for May 14, 2014. She said many men have joined the cause and asked the Board to participate.
Supervisor Jones mentioned the position for a Special Project person is being interviewed and will have more information at the following Board meeting.

Supervisor Jones mentioned that the audit with Kevin Kinnavy will soon be due. She said she is very satisfied with Mr. Kinnavy but if the Board wishes they can recommend another auditor for the Township.
Supervisor Jones mentioned that the “Waukegan JROTC Bulldog Drill Team” competed and placed 2nd for National championship in Tampa, Florida. She distributed a thank you letter from Nicholas Alajakis, dated May 06, 2014 sent to the Township for supporting the team. She said she will send Mr. Alajakis a thank you and congratulatory message from the Township Board.
Supervisor Jones mentioned the “Men of Distinction” keynote speaker will be Jeff Bonato. She mentioned the names of the men to be honored and mentioned that the event will be held at Milan.
Supervisor Jones mentioned that Park Place Gift Shoppe will be selling flowers for “Mother’s Day” till Friday, May 09, 2014.
Supervisor Jones mentioned that the “Golf Outing” planning committee will be meeting May 13, 2014 at 1:00 p.m. and invited the Board to attend.

Assessor Mark Stricklin mentioned that property taxes are on the mend with a 2% increase. The tax bills went out with reductions and the Assessor’s office has had minimal calls and visitors. Assessor Stricklin said the Assessor’s office will be busy evaluating land value of 28,000 properties. He reviewed the Assessor’s office and the Board of Review roles. He said the Assessor’s office spent three to four months on the tax cards and in August the new tax bill will be sent out. At this time there is no need to have tax bill meetings since the taxes were reduced.
