Citizen Participation: 
Lake County Board members Commissioner’s Diane Hewitt, Audrey Nixon, Bill Durkin and Lake County Forest Preserves Randy Seebach/Project Manager were present on behalf of the Lake County Forest Preserves. Mrs. Hewitt said they were representing the Lake County Forest Preserves Lyons Woods to Waukegan Savanna Trail proposal and expounded on the importance of community support and project partners. She distributed a packet that included a LCFP memo, dated July 14, 2014 summarizing trail connection and maps of the trail. Mr. Seebach reviewed the packet and discussed the stages and the importance of local government support as well as the Waukegan Township. Waukegan Township Commissioner Mike Hewitt asked if the Road & Bridge could use its funds for the purpose of the trail connection as an entity supporting another entity. Attorney Newsome said he would research Commissioner Hewitt’s question.
